BACKGROUND

FPPC Requlation Regarding Distribution of Tickets and Passes

Fair Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”) Regulation 18944.1 sets forth the
provisions pertaining to the distribution of complimentary tickets and passes to council
members and other City officials. Section 18944.1 sets forth the conditions under which
a ticket or pass provided to a City official will not be treated as a “gift’” under the
California Political Reform Act of 1974 and FPPC Regulations. It also requires the City
to post certain information on its website for each ticket or pass that it distributes to any
City official and send to the FPPC by e-mail the City’s website link that displays the
Policy so that the FPPC may post the link. Additionally, section 18944.1 requires that
within forty-five (45) days of the distribution of a ticket or pass, the distribution shall be
reported on a form provided by the FPPC. Finally, a ticket or pass provided to a City
official and one guest of the City official for the admission to a facility, event, show, or
performance for an entertainment, amusement, recreational, or similar purpose at which
the official performs a ceremonial role on behalf of the City, as defined in Regulation
18942.3, so long as the City complies with the posting provisions set forth in the Policy.

Policy Administration

The City Clerk or designee will be responsible for administering the Policy. All requests
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for tickets and passes which fall within the scope of the Policy will be made in
accordance with the procedures established by the City Clerk.

Sources of Tickets and Passes

All tickets and passes offered or provided to the City by a third party or purchased or
otherwise obtained directly by the City will be subject to the following provisions:

1. The City may accept from any third party the following types of tickets or passes
that are not specifically earmarked for use by a particular City official by name or
position provided that:

(a) Ticket or pass is offered or provided to the City pursuant to the terms of a
contract for use of City owned property. (e.g., the Chamber of Commerce’s
funding agreement with the City requires the Chamber to provide the City with
ten complementary tickets to the Chamber’s annual installation dinner that are
not earmarked for any particular City Official or position.)

(b) Ticket or pass is offered or provided to the City as a result of an official City
event that the City controls. (e.g., a consultant purchases ten tickets to an official
City event and gives them to the City at no cost to the City and they are not
earmarked for any particular City Official or position.)

(c) Ticket or pass is purchased by the City from a third party for full market value.
(e.g., the City purchases ten tickets to an annual fundraising event conducted by
a private non-profit for the same amount paid by others.)

2. The City Clerk or his or her designee must document in writing the receipt of all
tickets and passes provided to the City by a third party, whether provided to the
City at no cost or purchased by the City.

3. Tickets and passes to events, functions, activities or attractions may only be
provided to City officials (or non-City individuals or non-City organizations at the
behest of a City official) by the City Clerk or designee if the respective event,
function, activity or attraction serves or promotes a legitimate public purpose of
the City as set forth in the Policy.

4. The City Clerk or designee will decide, consistent with the Policy, which City
officials should be provided with a particular ticket or pass, to an event, function,
activity, or attraction that the City Clerk has determined serves or promotes a
legitimate public purpose of the City as set forth in the Policy;

5. Tickets or passes distributed to a City official pursuant to the Policy shall not be
transferred to any other person, except to members of the official's immediate
family or no more than one guest solely for their attendance at the event.

6. Tickets or passes distributed to a City official pursuant to the Policy shall not be
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sold or exchanged for any consideration.

7. Tickets or passes distributed to a City official pursuant to the Policy shall not be
disproportionately used by any particular council member, appointed official such
as a City commissioner, department head, or City Clerk.

Posting Policy on City’s Website

A copy of the Policy must be posted on the City’s website within thirty (30) days of
adoption or amendment and the City Clerk must send to the FPPC by e-mail the City’s
website link that displays the Policy so that the Commission may post the link. In
accordance with the Regulations, the Policy must be maintained as a public record and
is subject to inspection and copying under Section 81008 of the California Government
Code.

Reporting Distribution of Tickets and Passes

Moreover, within forty-five (45) days of the distribution of a ticket or pass, whichever
date last occurs, the City Clerk must report the distribution on the requisite FPPC Form
802 and post the Form on the City’s website. The information must include the
following:

1. The name of the person who received the ticket or pass;

2. A description of the event, function, activity or attraction;

3. The date of the event, function, activity or attraction;

4. The fair value of the ticket or pass as that term is defined in Regulation
18946, subdivision (d)(1);

5. The number of tickets or passes provided to each person;

6. If the ticket or pass is behested, the name of the official who behested the
ticket;

7. If the ticket was transferred to a person meeting the requirements of
paragraph (b)(3) of section 18944.1, the relationship of the transferee;

8. A written inspection report of findings and recommendations by the official
receiving the ticket or pass if received for the oversight or inspection of
facilities.

9. If the ticket or pass is distributed to a department or other unit of the City,

and not used by a member of the governing body, the chief administrative
officer of the City, political appointee, or department head, the City may
report the name of the department or other unit of the City receiving the
ticket or pass and the number of tickets or passes provided to the
department or unit in lieu of reporting the name of the individual employee
as otherwise required in subdivision (d)(1).

Legitimate Public Purposes

Any ticket or pass provided to a City official by the City shall not constitute a reportable
gift if provided and used by the City official for any of the following “legitimate public
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purposes”:

1. Promotion of business activity, development, and/or redevelopment within the
City, including conventions, conferences, and annual meetings.

2. Promotion of community resources and programs available to City residents

including but not limited to those resources and programs involving charitable

and non-profit organizations.

Promotion of City resources available to City residents.

Promotion of City-operated, sponsored or supported community programs.

Promotion of private facilities available for City residents’ use including but not

limited to those facilities involving charitable and non-profit organizations.

6. Promotion of City facilities available for City residents’ use.

7. Promotion of City landmarks and/ or community events.

8. Promotion of City growth and development.

17.Marketing promotions highlighting the achievements of local residents and
businesses.

18. Exchanging programs with foreign officials and dignitaries.

19. Employment retention programs.

20.1f a particular event for which tickets or passes are distributed by the City does
not fall under one of the above express categories, it shall be considered to fulfill
the public purposes of this Policy if it achieves the general policy set out in
Section A above as determined on a case- by-case basis.

Exempt Tickets and Passes

The following tickets and passes will be exempt from the provisions of the Policy:
1. A ticket or pass received by a City official from the City where both the City

Official and the City treat and report the value of the ticket or pass as income
consistent with applicable state and federal income tax laws and the ticket is
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reported as income pursuant to the provisions of the Policy.

2. Any other item of value that does not meet the definition of "Ticket" or Pass"
provided to the City or any City official that is reported as a gift.

3. The City official reimburses the City for the ticket or pass within thirty (30) days of
receipt.

Misc. Provisions

A City official may return any ticket or pass unused to the City Clerk for redistribution
pursuant to the Policy.

Only a City council member and the City Clerk may request distribution of a ticket or
pass to a particular person provided that such distribution serves or promotes a
legitimate public purpose of the City as set forth in the Policy. All other recipients shall
be determined by the City Clerk pursuant to procedures established by the Policy.

Finally, any staff member or consultant who attends an event as part of the person's job
duties to assist the City official who is performing the ceremonial role will not be deemed
to have received a gift or income by attending the event

TICKETS AND PASSES
DISTRIBUTION
POLICY

Section A. Purpose of Policy

The purpose of this Policy is to ensure that any ticket or pass provided to the City by
any third party or purchased or obtained directly by the City may be distributed to
certain City Officials (or any non-City individual or non-City organization) by the City
Clerk only if the event or function associated with the ticket or pass serves or promotes
a legitimate public purpose of the City of Moreno Valley (the “City”), as set forth in this
Policy.

Section B. Definitions

For purposes of this Policy, the following words, terms and phrases shall have the
following meanings:

1.

“City” means the City of Moreno Valley.

“City Official” means any elected or appointed official of the City, officer, employee or
consultant of the City, as defined in Government Code Section 82048 and FPPC
Regulation 18700.

“Gift” means anything that is received by a City Official that the City Official did not
provide consideration of equal or greater value for or that represents a rebate or
discount that is not provided in the regular course of business to members of the
public without regard to official status.

“Third party” means the source of any ticket or pass, other than the City.

“Ticket” means anything that provides access, entry, or admission to a specific future
event, function, activity or attraction for which similar tickets are sold to the public to
view, listen to, or otherwise take advantage of the event, function, activity or
attraction for which the ticket is sold, including any benefits that the ticket provides.
“Pass” shall mean a ticket that provides repeated access, entry, or admission to a
facility or series of events, functions, activities or attractions for which similar passes
are sold to the public.

Section C. Administration of Policy
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The City Clerk shall be responsible for administering this Policy. All requests for tickets
or passes which fall within the scope of this Policy shall be made in accordance with the
procedures established by the City Clerk.

Section D. Distribution of Tickets and Passes Provided to City by Third Party or
Purchased or Obtained by City

All tickets and passes offered or provided to the City by a third party or purchased or
otherwise obtained directly by the City shall be subject to the following provisions:

1. The City may accept from any third party the following types of tickets or passes
that are not specifically earmarked for use by a particular City Official by name or
position:

a. The ticket or pass is offered or provided to the City pursuant to the terms
of a contract for use of City owned property. (e.g., the Chamber of
Commerce’s funding agreement with the City requires the Chamber to
provide the City with ten complementary tickets to the Chamber’s annual
installation dinner that are not earmarked for any particular City Official or
position.)

b. The ticket or pass is offered or provided to the City as a result of an official
City event that the City controls. (e.g., a consultant purchases ten tickets
to an official City event, and gives them to the City at no cost to the City
that are not earmarked for any particular City Official or position.)

3. Tickets and passes to events, functions, activities or attractions shall only be
provided to City Officials (or non-City individuals or non-City organizations at the
behest of a City Official) by the City Clerk or designee if the respective event,
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function, activity or attraction serves or promotes fer a legitimate public purpose
of the City, as set forth in this Policy.

The City Clerk or designee shall decide, consistent with this Policy, which City
Officials should be provided with a particular ticket or pass to an event, function,
activity or attraction that the City Clerk has determined serves or promotes a
legitimate public purpose of the City as set forth in this Policy.

Section E. Legitimate Public Purposes

Any ticket or pass provided to a City Official by the City shall not constitute a reportable
gift if provided and used by the City Official for any of the following purposes:

Promotion of City landmarks and/ or community events.
Promotion of City growth and development.

Promotion of City tourism on a local, state, national or worldwide scale.

10. Promotion of City recognition, visibility and/or profile on a local, state, national or

worldwide scale.
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11.Promotion of open government by City Official appearances, participation and/or
availability at business and/or community events.

12.Promotion of the improvement of inter-governmental relations.

13.Attendance at events sponsored by other governmental agencies, industry
groups and non-profit organizations for the purpose of meeting and conferring
with other governmental officials or business representatives regarding issues of
interest to, or affecting, the City.

14.Increasing public exposure to, and awareness of, the various recreational,
cultural, and educational venues and facilities available to the public within the
City.

15.Encouraging or rewarding significant academic, athletic, or public service
achievements by City students, residents or businesses.

16.Recognizing contributions made to the City by former or current City Council
members or other City employees.

17.Marketing promotions highlighting the achievements of local residents and
businesses.

18.Exchanging programs with foreign officials and dignitaries.
19. Employment retention programs.

20.1f a particular event for which tickets or passes are distributed by the City does
not fall under one of the above express categories, it shall be considered to fulfill
the public purposes of this Policy if it achieves the general policy set out in
Section A above as determined on a case- by-case basis.

Section F. Tickets Provided Directly to City Officials by Third Parties to Perform
Ceremonial Role

A ticket provided to a City Official and one guest of the City Official for the admission to
a facility, event, show, or performance for an entertainment, amusement, recreational,
or similar purpose at which the official performs a ceremonial role on behalf of the City,
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as defined in Regulation 18942.3, so long as the official's agency complies with the
posting provisions set forth in this Policy.

Any staff member or consultant who attends the event as part of the person's job duties
to assist the City Official who is performing the ceremonial role will not be deemed to
have received a gift or income by attending the event.

Pursuant to FPPC Regulation 18942.3, a “ceremonial role” is an act performed at an
event by the City Official as a representative of the City at the request of the holder of
the event or function where, for a period of time, the focus of the event is on the act
performed by the City Official. Examples of a ceremonial role include: throwing out the
first pitch at a baseball game; cutting a ribbon at an opening; making a presentation of a
certificate, proclamation, award, or other item, such as the key to the City. Ceremonial
role shall also include those circumstances in which the City Official provides welcoming
or closing remarks, delivers a speech, makes a presentation on behalf of the City at an
event, function, activity or attraction that serves or promotes a legitimate public purpose
of the City.

Section G. Posting Requirements

Within forty-five (45) days of the distribution of a ticket or pass, the distribution must be
reported on a form provided by the FPPC (Form 802) that includes the following
information:

The name of the person who received the ticket or pass;

A description of the event, function, activity or attraction;

The date of the event, function, activity or attraction;

The fair value of the ticket or pass as that term is defined in Regulation 18946,

subdivision (d)(1);

The number of tickets or passes provided to each person;

6. If the ticket or pass is behested, the name of the official who behested the
ticket;

7. If the ticket was transferred to a person meeting the requirements of paragraph
(b)(3) of § 18944.1, the relationship of the transferee;

8. A written inspection report of findings and recommendations by the official
receiving the ticket or pass if received for the oversight or inspection of
facilities.

Section I. Prohibition Against Transfer

1. Tickets or passes distributed to a City Official pursuant to this Policy shall not be
transferred to any other person, except to members of the official's immediate family
or no more than one guest solely for their attendance at the event;

2. Tickets or passes distributed to a City Official pursuant to this Policy shall not be
sold or exchanged for any consideration; or

3. Tickets or passes distributed to a City Official pursuant to this Policy shall not be
disproportionately used by any particular council member, political appointee,
department head, or City Clerk.

Section J. Posting and Disclosure Requirements

No later than thirty (30) calendar days from the distribution of the ticket or pass or
approval of this Policy, whichever date last occurs, the City Clerk will post the requisite
FPPC Form 802 on the City’s website. The City Clerk will maintain a completed Form
802 for not less than four (4) years, or other period as may be specified in any
applicable FPPC Regulation.

Section K. Other Provisions
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A City Official may return any ticket or pass unused to the City Clerk for
redistribution pursuant to this Policy.

Only a council member and the City Clerk may request distribution of a ticket or pass
to a particular person provided that such distribution serves or promotes a legitimate
public purpose of the City as set forth in this Policy. All other recipients shall be
determined by the City Clerk pursuant to procedures established by this Policy.

A ticket or pass is not subject to the provisions of this Policy, and not a reportable
gift if the City Official reimburses the agency for the ticket within thirty (30) days of
receipt.

That the City Council hereby adopts the “Tickets and Pass Policy” attached
hereto.

Section 3. Severability

That the City Council declares that, should any provision, section, paragraph,
sentence or word of this Resolution be rendered or declared invalid by any final court
action in a court of competent jurisdiction or by reason of any preemptive legislation,
the remaining provisions, sections, paragraphs, sentences or words of this Resolution
as hereby adopted shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4. Effective Date

That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon the date of adoption.

SUMMARY

This report provides the First Quarter Financial Summary (Operating and CIP Budget
Reviews), which updates the Mayor and City Council regarding current year financial
trends through September 30, 2023. This report also requests the approval of certain
FY 2023/24 revenue and expenditure budget amendments.

At the end of FY 2022/23, all unexpended appropriations lapse and revert to fund
balance. Once the fiscal year-end closing process has identified the items that are
encumbered by purchase order, contract, or other commitment at June 30", these items
may become a carryover budget pursuant to City Council Resolution 2023-24 adopted
May 2, 2023. A copy of the Carryover Memo for FY 2022/23 has been included for
transparency.

This item was noticed on the October 24, 2023 Finance Subcommittee agenda for
review and discussion.

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DISCUSSION

Based on a long-term practice of maintaining a structurally balanced budget and being
identified as one of the most fiscally fit cities in the Country, on May 2, 2023, the City
Council continued this trend and adopted the Two-Year Operating Budget for Fiscal
Years 2023/24 — 2024/25, while adhering to those past practices. Additionally, as
established after the last recession, the budget continues to fund and maintain separate
reserves specifically established for periods of economic uncertainty or natural
disasters. The budget included all component units of the City, including the General
Fund, Community Services District, Housing Authority, Successor Agency, and the
Moreno Valley Community Foundation. During the two-year budget period, the City
Council will be updated of the City’s financial condition through the process of Quarterly
Budget Reviews. This ongoing process ensures a forum to review expenditure and
revenue changes from the estimates made in the budget document. Additionally, any
significant changes in projected revenue or unanticipated expenditures that may occur
will be presented to the City Council.

This report provides the FY 2023/24 First Quarter Financial Summary for the first three
months, July thru September. The First Quarter Financial Summary will focus primarily
on the City’s General Fund. This review will also present three-month operational
results from other key funds.

The City Council’s direction of “Maintain a Balanced General Fund Budget” serves as a
foundation for the fiscal status of City operations. Ongoing funding is directed to sustain
ongoing operational expenses; one-time funding is directed toward one-time
expenditures. This report identifies the budget adjustments as recommended by the City
Manager.

FISCAL YEAR 2023/24 FIRST QUARTER REVIEW:

This First Quarter Report updates the Mayor and City Council regarding current year
financial trends and provides the opportunity for the City Council to review the
recommended actions as they relate to revenues and expenditures.

General Fund Revenue Update

Revenue receipts do not follow an even schedule. Although 25% of the fiscal year has
elapsed, based on historic trends revenues are estimated to be at approximately 11% of
the budgeted amount. Actual revenues received are currently 11% of budget. As the
FY 2023/24 revenue estimates were developed prior to the adoption of the budget on
May 2, 2023, the revenue estimates may require adjustments based on the FY 2023/24
actuals and revised projections throughout the year. Although there will be variances in
some of the amounts budgeted, the total is expected to remain within 1% of the
amended budget for the year. It should be noted that the lag in timing of revenue
receipts helps illustrate the need for an operating cash reserve throughout each fiscal
year.
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General Fund Expenditure Update

Although not all expenditures follow a straight-line spending pattern, operating
expenditures should track close to within 25% of budget for the year at the end of the
first three months. As of September 30, 2023, total General Fund expenditures were at
21%. This pace is within expectations for most activities in the General Fund.

FISCAL YEAR 2023/24 BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS

The FY 2023/24 General Fund revenue budget, as amended, totals approximately
$155.3 million. Based on economic activity and revenue collections through September
2023, staff is recommending a First Quarter budget increase of $113,822 to
approximately $155.4 million.

The FY 2023/24 General Fund expenditures budget as currently amended totals
approximately $155.3 million. The recommended First Quarter budget amendments
increase expenditures by $113,822 to $155.4 million. The fund continues to be
structurally balanced, without the use of fund balance for ongoing operations. The
specific budget adjustments for the General Fund are summarized in Exhibit A.

INTRODUCTION

On May 2, 2023, the City Council adopted the Two-Year Operating Budget for Fiscal Years (FY)
2023/24 — 2024/25. During the two-year budget period, the City Council will be kept apprised of
the City’s financial condition through the process of First Quarter, Mid-Year and Third Quarter
Reviews. This ongoing process ensures a forum to look at expenditure and revenue deviations
from the estimates made in the budget document. Additionally, any significant changes in
projected revenue or unanticipated expenditures that may occur will be shared with the City
Council.

This report provides a review of the unaudited financial results at the First Quarter of FY 2023/24
(July 2023 — September 2023, 25% of the fiscal year).

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CITYWIDE OPERATING EXPENDITURE SUMMARY

Property Taxes/Property Taxes In-Lieu

Property taxes were budgeted to increase by 8% from the FY 2022/23 Amended Budget. The
annual schedule of property tax payments from the County of Riverside will provide payments to
the City based on the following estimated schedule:

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive less than 1% of
the budgeted property tax revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received 0%
through First Quarter. Property taxes will continue to be monitored as property valuations may
adjust through the year based on property sales and assessment appeals filed with the County.

First Quarter Financial Summary FY 2023/24
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Note: In FYs 2015/16, 2016/17, and 2018/19 the City received a very small amount of property tax due to timing

issues with the year-end annual accrual process.

Sales Taxes

Sales taxes were budgeted to increase by 2% as compared to the FY 2022/23 Amended Budget.
Sales tax receipt trends will need to be continually monitored through the year for possible future

budget adjustments.

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive 11% of the
budgeted sales tax revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received 8% through

First Quarter.
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Note: For FY 2017/18, the reversal of revenues accrued to the prior fiscal year in accordance with the
Government Accounting Standards Board (GASB) did not occur until the second quarter.

Utility Users Tax Utility

Utility Users Tax were budgeted to increase by 11% as compared to FY 2022/23 Amended
Budget. This projection is primarily due to competitive forces within the communications markets.

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive 20% of the
budgeted utility users tax revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received 22%
through First Quarter.

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Other Taxes

Other taxes are primarily composed of Business Gross Receipts, Transient Occupancy Tax,
Documentary Transfer Tax, and Franchise Fees. Collectively, other taxes were budgeted to
increase 16% from the FY 2022/23 Amended Budget.

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive 11% of the
budgeted Other Taxes revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received 18%
through First Quarter.

First Quarter Financial Summary FY 2023/24 6
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Licenses & Permits

Licenses & Permits are primarily composed of Business Permits, to include Cannabis Business
Permits, as well as Animal Licenses, Building, Electrical, Mechanical, Plumbing and other permits.
Collectively, Licenses & Permits were conservatively budgeted to increase by less than 1% as
compared to the FY 2022/23 Amended Budget.

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive 23% of the
budgeted Licenses & Permits revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received
26% through First Quarter. The collection rate is related primarily to building and business license

permit activities.

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Charges for Services

Charges for Services are primarily composed of Plan Check Fees, Inspection Fees,
Administrative Charges to other funds, and Parking Control Fines. Collectively, Charges for
Services were conservatively budgeted to increase by 2.7% as compared to the FY 2022/23
Amended Budget.

Based on historical averages of actual receipts, the City is estimated to receive 25% of the
budgeted Charges for Services revenue through First Quarter. The City has currently received
28% through First Quarter.

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Use of Money and Property

Investment income continues to remain low due to extremely low rates of return for fixed income
investments but has increased over the last year due to actions taken by the Federal Open Market
Committee (FOMC). The investments achieved a Yield to Maturity (YTM) for September 2023 of
2.35%. In addition, the City maintained funds in the State Local Agency Investment Fund Pool
(LAIF) with a YTM of 3.534%. LAIF is realizing considerable investment gains based on the
increases to the Federal Funds target rate increase. FOMC is expected to keep rates higher thru
2023 with no reductions until 2024. The FOMC target rate is currently 5.25% to 5.50%.* Staff will
continue to monitor closely to insure we maximize our investment income going forward.

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OTHER KEY FUNDS
The following summaries describe other major funds in the City.
Moreno Valley Community Services District

The Moreno Valley Community Services District (CSD) was formed by the voters in 1984 to collect
fees and certain taxes to provide an array of services including parks, recreation and community
services, streetlights, landscaping and ongoing maintenance. The CSD provides these services
through separate “zones” that define the services that are provided.

For certain zones, the primary revenue source used to provide services to properties is parcel
fees or taxes levied on properties via their annual tax bill. Proposition 218, passed by California
voters in November 1996, and has posed a serious challenge to managing the future operation
of the CSD zones. Prop. 218 requires any revenue increase to be addressed through a voting
process by affected property owners. For a period following the initial implementation of Prop.
218, the CSD was successful in receiving approval for some new or increased revenues. There
were also revenue increases due to the growth of developed parcels within the zones.

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Electric Utility

The Moreno Valley Utility (MVU) manages the operation, maintenance, and business planning of
the City’s electric utility. MVU’s basic purpose is to purchase and distribute electricity to
customers in newly developed areas of the City. The City began serving new customers in
February 2004, and now serves more than 8,034 customers. As it reaches fiscal and operational
maturity, MVU will continue to be a key component of the City’s economic development strategy.
The City Council has established special tiered rates for electric utility customers based upon
factors such as the number of jobs created.

The main revenue source for this fund is derived from charges for services. The customer base
includes residential, commercial, and industrial customers. The growth in customer base will
continue to provide for the ability to create rate stabilization and replacement reserve funding.

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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN HIGHLIGHTS

Highlights of the capital improvement projects are listed below.
